Whereas, 
Rs. 6.03 crore earned from other segments of 
disinfestations like area treatment, spraying 
work etc.  Similarly, the Corporation earned  
Rs. 4.13 crore from various fumigation services 
such as container fumigation, aircraft fumigation, 
ship fumigation, commodity fumigation etc. 
during the year 2018-19. Corporation has 
generated revenue of Rs. 3.26 crore towards 
anti-termite treatment and making consistent 
efforts in other segments of service like vector 
control, weed control and disinfection.

15.  	 RESEARCH AND DEVELOPMENT

Over the years, the Research and Development Sub-
division of the Corporation has formulated ‘Code 
of Storage Practices’ for more than 200 commodities 
including agricultural produce, industrial 
chemicals and other notified commodities. It has 
also been working on improving existing storage 
practices to provide guidelines to the field units 
to maintain quality of the stock. During the 
year under report, the following Research and 
Development activities were undertaken:-

a.	 A study on testing the efficacy of newer 
insecticides as an alternative to Malathion 
and DDVP against stored grain insect 
pests under lab conditions.

b.	 A collaborative study of FCI/CWC/
SWC on determination of storage losses/
gain in foodgrains in FCI and CWC 
warehouses and to recommend norms for 
storage losses/gain in efficient warehouse 
management has been entrusted to Indian 
Council of Agriculture Research (ICAR), 
New Delhi with the objective to identify 
the extent of losses/gain in Wheat, Rice, 
Paddy & Maize, factors responsible for 
storage losses/gain and formation of 
storage loss/gain norms in different Agro-
climatic zones.

Division undertook 31 preventive checks 
under preventive vigilance including visits by 
the CVO. Emphasis was laid on expeditious 
completion of disciplinary proceedings. 
Investigation in 11 cases was completed during 
the year. Major penalty proceedings in 09 
cases involving 25 officials and minor penalty 
proceedings in 10 cases involving 21 officials 
were initiated. As a result of concerted efforts, 12 
cases of minor penalty charge-sheets involving 
31 officials and 08 cases of major penalty charge-
sheets involving 23 officials were decided 
during the period. A sum of Rs. 2.83 lakhs has 
been recovered from the contractors due to 
preventive checks. Vigilance Awareness Week 
was observed from 29.10.2018 to 03.11.2018. 
On this occasion, 18th edition of booklet titled 
“Vigilance- An Overview” containing articles 
on vigilance matters including important CVC 
circulars was released in order to sensitize CWC 
officials on vigilance matters. Greater emphasis 
has been laid on implementing CVC guidelines 
towards improving vigilance administration 
by leveraging technology, in creating a culture 
of transparency through effective use of 
e-governance tools in discharge of regulatory 
enforcement and other functions of the 
Corporation. Based on the deficiencies noticed 
during the preventive checks, investigation 
and inquiry proceedings, guidelines on system 
improvements have been issued.

Vigilance Division conducted a three days 
training programme on ‘Contract Management’ 
from 31st October, 2018 to 2nd November, 2018 
during the Vigilance Awareness Week. In 
addition, two trainings on Administrative 
Vigilance for IO/PO was conducted from 24th 
September, 2018 to 26th September, 2018 and 
from 25th February, 2019 to 27th February, 2019.

Strengths: The major strength of the Corporation 
is strategic locations of warehouses, the 
distribution network and customer service levels 
in its wide network of warehouses, diversified 
commodity portfolio, wide clientele base and 
core competency in storage and preservation of 
food grain stocks at warehouses. Corporation is 
a major player in providing pest control services 
using environment friendly methods managed 
by its trained technical manpower. CWC being 
an ISO certified organization for Quality, 
Environment and Safety is preferred by clients 
for storage of their goods and services. Training 
of employees is organized at regular intervals 
for better performance.
Weaknesses: Ageing infrastructure is one of 
the concerns for CWC. All out efforts are being 
made to maintain and upgrade the existing 
infrastructure and attention is being given to 
create additional infrastructure.
Opportunities: Opening up of ICP’s and Land 
Custom Stations by Government for promotion 
of border trade with neighboring countries 
provides opportunity for the Corporation 
to manage these facilities. Three ICP’s were 
being managed by CWC during 2018-19. Since 
LPAI is in process of setting up more number 
of ICPs, CWC is looking forward to getting 
further opportunities in this sector. Corporation 
has established a Private Freight Terminal at 
Nabha and two more PFTs are under process of 
setting up at Kalamboli and Bamanheri. These 
will provide additional business in existing 
warehousing complexes.
E-commerce has gained its foothold in the 
country and it is expected that in coming days 
with the penetration of internet connectivity, the 
e-commerce business will grow substantially. 
Corporation has an opportunity to tap this 
growing market with its PAN India presence.

Level Risk Management Committee, Corporate 
Level Risk Management Committee and also 
at ROs Level Risk Management Committee 
to help the Corporation to efficiently manage 
risk, sustain growth and create value for the 
stakeholders. During the year under report, 
the Risk Management Policy has also covered 
under the ISO Certified document. 

CWC adopted the Risk Management Policy 
as per guidelines of the Department of Public 
Enterprises with the approval of the Board 
of Directors in its meeting held on 5th March, 
2014.  Since then the risk management has 
matured in CWC. The policy provides guidance 
for the management of the business risks across 
CWC. It focuses on ensuring that the risks are 
identified, evaluated and mitigated within a 
given time frame on a regular basis.

Corporate Level Risk Management Committee 
has to oversee the implementation of Risk 
Management Policy which is monitored by 
Board Level Risk Management Committee 
(BLRMC).  Corporate Level Risk Management 
Committee reviews the risks and its mitigation 
status on half yearly basis and reports the same 
to Chief Risk Officer of CWC. Chief Risk Officer 
prepares a Risk Report and places it before the 
Board of Directors for its review on annual basis 
along with action taken report of previous year 
on the risk identified.    

Key risks being faced by the Corporation are 
analyzed in detail by the Risk Management 
Committee. Top risk areas are regularly 
reviewed by the Corporate Level and Board 
Level Risk Management Committee.

Auditor’s Report (Emphasis of matters) Reply of the Management

(a)	 Note No. 4 of Schedule II – regarding 
lease deed/title deed of 45 land sites 
valued at Rs.3385.17 lakh, yet to be 
executed.

The issue of non execution of 45 land lease 
deeds is now being monitored on monthly 
basis at MD level. Further the Audit 
Committee has also been reviewing this as a 
regular agenda item in its meetings. 

For the lease deeds not yet executed, the 
concerned units have been advised by the 
Chief Engineer (Planning) to take up with 
the concerned authorities for expediting the 
execution of the title deeds. 

(b)	 Note No. 4(B) of Schedule – XXXII – 
regarding non recognition of revenue 
on account of disputed claims of the 
Corporation to the tune of account of 
disputed claims of the Corporation 
to the tune of Rs. 57992.30 lakh due 
to uncertainty in their ultimate 
collection.

The disputed claims of the corporation are 
under adjudication. The disputed revenues 
can be recognized based on the outcome of 
the same being favorable.

(c)	 Note No. 22 of Schedule XXXII – 
regarding impact on accounts due to 
non-confirmation of balances from 
some of the parties.

The letters of confirmations of balances were 
sent to all the concerned parties in 2018-19 
with a request to confirm the balance to the 
Statutory Auditors directly. Some parties 
did not respond.

Letters of confirmation of balance shall be 
sent this year also on half year basis and 
wherever confirmation is not received, 
reminders will be sent.

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COMMENTS OF THE COMPTROLLER AND AUDITOR GENERAL OF INDIA UNDER SEC-
TION 31(8) OF THE WAREHOUSING CORPORATIONS ACT, 1962 ON THE ACCOUNTS OF 
CENTRAL WAREHOUSING CORPORATION FOR THE YEAR ENDED 31ST MARCH 2019.

The preparation of financial statements in respect of General Fund of Central Warehousing 
Corporation for the year ended 31st March 2019 in accordance with the financial reporting framework1 
prescribed under the Warehousing Corporations Act, 1962 and the Central Warehousing Corporation 
Rules, 1963, is the responsibility of the management of the Corporation. The Statutory Auditors 
appointed by the Government of India on the advice of Comptroller and Auditor General of India 
under section 31(3) of the Warehousing Corporations Act, 1962 are responsible for expressing opinion 
on these financial statements under Section 31(5) of the warehousing Corporations Act, 1962 based on 
the independent audit in accordance with the Standards on Auditing prescribed by their professional 
body, the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India. This is stated to have been done by them vide 
their Audit Report dated 26th August 2019.

I, on the behalf of the Comptroller and Auditor General of India, have conducted a supplementary 
audit under section 31(8) of the Warehousing Corporations Act, 1962 of the financial statements in 
respect of General Fund of Central Warehousing Corporation for the year ended 31st March 2019. 
This supplementary audit has been carried out independently without access to the working papers 
of the statutory auditors and is limited primarily to inquiries of the statutory auditors and corporation 
personnel and a selective examination of some of the accounting records.

Based on my supplementary audit, I would like to highlight the following significant matters 
under section 31(5) of the Act which have come to my attention and which in my view are necessary 
for enabling a better understanding of the financial statements and the related audit report.

Comments on Profitability

Statement of Profit and Loss 

1.	 Income

	 Excess Liability, Provision and Depreciation  written  back: Rs 1.26 crore 

	 The above is overstated by Rs 2.20 crore due to writing back of provision for doubtful claims 
through the matter was sub-judice in the High Court. In May 2018, High Court Delhi decided 
the case in favour of Corporation and ordered M/s Oriental Insurance Company Limited 
(OICL) to pay Rs 2.20 crore on account of loss of stock suffered by the Corporation due to flood 
and fire occurred at Dhuri warehouse, Punjab. OICL filed appeal against the May 2018 Court’s 
order and the case is pending before the Court. As the appeal has been filed and the matter is 
sub-judice, the recoverability of the amount is not certain. Therefore Corporation should not 
have written back existing provision for doubtful claims made against awarded amount of Rs 
2.20 crore.

	 This has resulted in the understatement of provision for doubtful claims and overstatement of 
profit for the year by Rs 2.20 crore.

Dividend

Your Corporation has been paying dividend 
since inception. Profit After Tax (PAT) for 
the year is Rs. 163.61 crore and the paid up 
capital is Rs.68.02 crore. Interim Dividend 
for the year 2018-19 at 35% of the paid up 
share capital amounting to Rs. 23.79 crore 
has already been paid to the shareholders. 
In addition to the interim dividend, final 
dividend at 37% of the paid up capital 
amounting to Rs. 25.29 crore for the year is 
proposed. With this, the total dividend for 
the year 2018-19 shall be 72% of the paid up 
capital. This shall result in a total outflow of 
Rs. 59.16 crore to the Corporation on account 
of dividend for the year 2018-19, including 
dividend tax of  Rs. 10.08 crore.

Physical Performance

As on 31st March, 2019, your Corporation 
has operated 422 warehouses. The average 
storage capacity during the year was 99.80 
lakh MT and average capacity utilization 
was 83% as against  79% in 2017-18.

Inspite of stiff competition and increase in 
Direct Port Entry (DPE) and Direct Port 
Delivery (DPD) of containers at major Ports, 
Corporation handled 5.58 lakh TEUs during 
the year at its 24 Container Freight Stations 
(CFSs) / Inland Clearance Depots (ICDs).
