Dear Shareholders,

On behalf of the Board of Directors, I have great pleasure 
in presen�ng the 59th Annual Report on the working 
of your Corpora�on along with Reports on Corporate 
Social Responsibility and Sustainable Development, 
Corporate Governance with the Auditors’ Compliance 
Cer�ficate thereon, audited Statement of Accounts 
and the Auditors’ Report thereon, for the financial 
year ending 31st March, 2016.

1. CAPITAL STRUCTURE

During the year under report, the authorized and paid 
up capital of the Corpora�on remained unchanged 
at Rs. 100 crore and Rs. 68.02 crore respec�vely. The 
share holding pa�ern also remained unchanged.  
The shareholders are the Government of India, 
State Bank of India, 35 other Scheduled Banks, 401 
Coopera�ve Socie�es, 7 Insurance Companies and 
6 Recognized Associa�ons/Companies dealing in 
agricultural produce.  

2. FINANCIAL PERFORMANCE

2.1 You will be happy to note that your Corpora�on 
achieved all �me high turnover of Rs. 1639.93 crore in 
the year 2015-16 as compared to Rs.1561.83 crore in 
the year 2014-15. Despite adverse market condi�ons 
in its tradi�onal business i.e. foodgrain storage by FCI 
and decline in Impex business the growth achieved 
is to the tune of 5%. The average capacity u�liza�on 
of the Corpora�on was 80%, equal to last year, but 
in absolute terms it was higher at 91.82 lakh MT as 
compared to 85.38 lakh MT last year.

3.1 During 2015-16, your Corpora�on operated 448 
warehouses with a total average storage capacity of 
115.11 lakh MT.

3.2  Opera�on of ICDs/CFSs/Air Cargo 
Complexes

The ICDs/CFSs business was impacted by the global 
trends. The year 2015-16 was the fi�h consecu�ve 
year when there was decline in global economic 
ac�vity. Despite this, your Corpora�on handled 9.25 
lakh TEUs during the year under report at its 31 
Container Freight Sta�ons (CFSs)/ Inland Clearance 
Depots (ICDs) as against 9.51 lakh TEUs handled 
during 2014-15. Your Corpora�on is opera�ng Air 
Cargo Complexes at Delhi, Goa, Virugambakkam 
and Singanallur during the year.

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3.3  Cargo Terminals, Integrated Check Post 
(ICP) and Land Customs Sta�on (LCS)

CWC con�nued to operate the truck terminal at 
the Land Customs Sta�on (LCS) at Petrapole (West 
Bengal) on the Indo Bangladesh border. This facility 
suppor�ng the import/export trade with Bangladesh 
through the land route. During the year under 
report, the facility handled 2.26 lakh Export/ Import 
trucks, recorded 120% capacity u�liza�on and 
earned revenue of Rs. 752.21 lakh, as against 1.71 
lakh import/export trucks handled during 2014-15 
and revenue of Rs.  607.25 lakh earned through 89% 
capacity u�liza�on.

3.4  Container Rail Transporta�on (CRT)

CWC continued to run container 
trains between JN Port and 
ICD, Loni (Ghaziabad), besides 
transporting export containers 
ex-Loni to Mundra and Pipavav 
Ports through trains of other 
Container Train Operators 
(CTOs).  CWC handled 109 trains 
and transported 13462 TEUs and 
earned a revenue of Rs. 41.34 
crore during 2015-16. 

3.5  Registra�on of warehouses under 
Warehousing (Development and 
Regula�on) Act, 2007

During the year, the Corpora�on got 2 (two) more 
warehouses registered with WDRA namely, Ishanpur 
with 8235 MT capacity in the state of Gujarat 
(Ahmedabad Region) and Mehaboobnager with 
5000 MT in the state of Telengana (Hyderabad 
Region) making the total  no. of warehouses 
180 which are registered with the Warehousing 
Development & Regulatory Authority (WDRA) with 
the objec�ve to extend credit facili�es to the farmers 
and others on the strength of Nego�able Warehouse 
Receipts (NWRs) issued by such WDRA registered 
warehouses.
The Corpora�on also entered into Memorandum 
of Agreement (MOA) with Corpora�on Bank on 3rd 
March, 2016 besides already having MOAs with six 
banks namely Central Bank of India, Punjab Na�onal 
Bank, Canara Bank, IDBI Bank, Andhra Bank and 
ICICI Bank to facilitate extending easy credit facili�es 
to the farmers and others against pledge of NWRs 
issued by the registered warehouses.
During the year, 14400 NWRs were issued covering 
value of commodi�es around Rs.795 crores. The 
compara�ve performance of the Corpora�on during 
the last two years has been as under:

3.6 Development of opera�on of PFTs

In pursuance of revised PFT (Private Freight Terminals) 
policy of the Ministry of Railways, your Corpora�on 
had applied for development and opera�on of two 
Brownfield Private Freight Terminals (PFTs) in the 
jurisdic�on of Northern Railways administra�on. In 
addi�on to Bamanheri (Muzaffarnagar), Northern 
Railway administra�on had accorded in principle 
approval for development and opera�on of 
Brownfield PFT by CWC in its exis�ng rail-linked 
warehousing complex at Nabha in December 2013. 
CWC is in process to commence opera�on of PFT 
at Nabha. Commercial no�fica�on from Railway 
Authority is awaited as CWC has placed the order for 
In Mo�on Electronic Weighbridge and it is expected 
that commercial no�fica�on from Railway authori�es 
will be received soon.

4. TECHNICAL & QUALITY CONTROL
4.1 Preserva�on
Your Corpora�on, as a bailee of goods deposited 
with it, undertakes the responsibility for safe storage 
and preserva�on of goods of the depositors and 
delivering the same to them in the same condi�on in 
which these were accepted, subject to natural driage 
in case of foodgrains and other agri commodi�es. 
To achieve this objec�ve, the technical personnel 
undertake periodic inspec�ons of stocks and carry 
out required prophylac�c and cura�ve treatments. 
During the year under report, prophylac�c treatment 
was given to 412.32 lakh MT of foodgrain stocks and 
149.06 lakh MT foodgrain stocks were fumigated 
(including ini�al fumiga�on) for ensuring its safe 
storage. The overall storage loss in foodgrain stocks 
during 2015-16 was 0.16%, which was well within 
the limit fixed in the MoU for the year.

4.2  Sample Analysis Facili�es
Analysis of samples of foodgrain stocks is regularly 
done at the warehouses to assess the quality at 
the �me of receipt and to maintain health of stocks 
during storage. CWC has set up Grain Analysis 
Laboratories at Chandigarh and Hyderabad in order 
to verify the quality of the stocks received and in 
storage at the warehouses. During the year under 
report, another Grain Analysis Laboratory was set up 
at Ahmedabad.  Some of the samples drawn during 
inspec�on of warehouses are referred to these Grain 
Analysis Laboratories. During the year 2015-16, 
1,485 samples were analyzed by these Laboratories. 

4.3 Farmers’ Extension Service Scheme 
The Farmers’ Extension Service Scheme (FESS) is 
being operated by your Corpora�on since 1978-79 
as part of its Corporate Social Responsibility under 
which the technical staff visits the villages adjoining

5. PEST CONTROL SERVICES

5.1 CWC is providing Pest Control Services 
for the benefit of Farmers, Traders, Exporters, 
Importers, and Shipping Agents etc. since 1968. 
The services are also being extended for Railway 
coaches, Aircra�s, Hospitals, Hotels & Restaurants, 
Exportable fumigable Cargo in Containers and Ships. 
This business was impacted by the global decline 
in economic ac�vity. Corpora�on earned Rs. 19.05 
crore in the year 2015-16 from this business ac�vity. 
Disinfesta�ons of Railway coaches con�nued to 
be a dis�nc�ve segment  which fetched revenue 
of Rs.8.24 Crore by way of treatment of 5,53,904 
AC/Non-AC Rail coaches & Pantry Cars during the 
year 2015-16.  Similarly, your Corpora�on carried 
out disinfesta�ons of 8,990 Aircra�s of various 
Airlines during the year. In a major breakthrough, 
Corpora�on secured a three years long PCS contract 
for an amount of Rs. 7.85 crore  from Northern 
Railways and Rs. 2.92 crore from Southern Railway 
and Rs. 3.74 crore from Southern Eastern Railway. 
Besides the service has also been provided to other 
Railway Zones to undertake disinfesta�ons of AC/
Non-AC Coaches at Coach Care Centers, which will 
fetch sizeable revenue to the Corpora�on. 

6. HUMAN RESOURCE DEVELOPMENT

6.1  As on 31.03.2016, your Corpora�on had 4078 
employees on its rolls as against 4557 employees 
at the close of the preceding year.

6.2 Training of Personnel:

Central Warehousing Corpora�on lays adequate 
emphasis on Human Resource Development (HRD) 
ac�vi�es. During the year under report, a number 
of need based training programmes in different 
func�onal areas were conducted for upgrading the 
skill and efficiencies of the official.

Central Warehousing Corpora�on had signed MoU 
with the Department of Food & Public Distribu�on 
on 25.10.2012 for taking over the management of 
training func�ons and related facili�es of IGMRI, 
Hapur for developing it as a centre of excellence for 
the purpose of training in post harvest management 
of foodgrains and other agricultural commodi�es. 
CWC Training Ins�tute at IGMRI Campus, Hapur had 
started func�oning with effect from May 08, 2013.  
During the year under report, CWC has conducted 
its 23 in-house residen�al training programmes 
for the employees of CWC/SWCs at Hapur.  The 
training programmes are presently conducted by 
CWC in different func�onal areas for the benefit 
of FCI, CWC, SWCs, State Governments and their 
agencies, Private Entrepreneurs, WDRA sponsored 
agencies. 

These training programmes were also a�ended by 
the officials of State Warehousing Corpora�ons

7.2 During the year under report, CWC was 
awarded Second prize for implementa�on of official 
language for the year 2014-15  by the Department of 
Food and Public Distribu�on, Govt. of India among 
its undertakings and subordinate offices.

7.6 During the year 2015-16, RO, Hyderabad, 
RO, Bangalore, RO, Delhi, RO, Bhopal and CW, 
Chikalthana were inspected by the 2nd Sub 
Commi�ee of Parliament on Official Language. 
During the inspec�on all the Commi�ee members 
expressed sa�sfac�on on the progressive use of 
Official Language in these offices and warehouses. 

8. RESEARCH AND DEVELOPMENT

8.1 The Research & Development ac�vi�es of your 
Corpora�on have resulted in the  formula�on of  ‘Code 
of Storage Prac�ces’ for more than 200 commodi�es 
including agricultural produce, industrial chemicals 
and other no�fied commodi�es. During the year 
under report, work on improving exis�ng storage 
prac�ces was con�nued. It has been the constant 
endeavour of your Corpora�on to improve upon 
the storage prac�ces in order to maintain/preserve 
the quality of the stocks and thereby provide be�er 
services to the customers. 

8.2 During the year, the following R&D ac�vi�es 
were undertaken:

a. The mul�-year study on determina�on of storage 
losses norms, being jointly carried out by CWC, 
FCI, SWCs and Indian Council of Agricultural 
Research (ICAR)  at 13 warehouses of CWC 
con�nued to make sa�sfactory progress.

b. A study on the compara�ve analysis of storage 
loss & quality of foodgrains in Conven�onal 
Godowns covered with Asbestos Sheets and 
Godowns covered with Galvalume Sheets 
surmounted with and without turbo ven�lators 
has been carried out during 2015-16.

9. PROJECT IMPLEMENTATION

9.1 Your Corpora�on during the past few years is 
constantly augmen�ng its owned storage capacity.  
During the year 2015-16, addi�onal storage capacity 
of 1,61,680 MT was constructed at 15 loca�ons in 11

15.1 The Right to Informa�on Act, 2005 (RTI) has 
been implemented in the Central Warehousing 
Corpora�on, with the General Manager (Personnel) 
at the Corporate Office as the Central Public 
Informa�on Officer (CPIO) and the Regional Managers 
and the Heads of the Construc�on Cells designated 
as the Public Informa�on Officer (PIO).

19. MANAGEMENT DISCUSSIONS ON 
INDUSTRY STRUCTURE AND DEVELOPMENTS, 
STRENGTHS, WEAKNESSES, OPPORTUNITIES & 
THREATS

19.1 The major strength of the Corpora�on is its 
wide network of warehouses, diversified commodity 
por�olio, wide client base and core competency in 
storage and preserva�on of stocks looked a�er by 
the trained technical manpower.  There is a s�ff 
compe��on in all the business ver�cals such as agri-
warehousing, industrial warehousing, opera�on of 
CFSs/ICDs, CRT opera�ons and PCS opera�ons. In 
order to be compe��ve, many steps are being taken 
by the Corpora�on as elaborated in subsequent 
paragraphs.  

19.2  Agri Warehousing

In the field of agri warehousing, the compe��on 
has become more intense following entry of a large 
number of private warehouse operators in view of 
various fiscal incen�ves rolled out by the Government 
of India since 2009 in the form of tax incen�ve, 
capital investment subsidy, liberalized Grameen 
Bhandaran Yojana (GBY), Warehousing Fund of 
NABARD, etc.  Most of the capaci�es created under 
GBY are being u�lized for storage of foodgrains by 
agencies compe�ng with CWC in agri warehousing 
eco system.

19.3  U�liza�on of Storage Capacity by FCI

Under the Private Entrepreneurs Guarantee (PEG) 
Scheme, Food Corpora�on of India has so far 
approved 202.22 lakh MT of storage capacity to be 
created through private entrepreneurs.  Out of this, 
as on 31.3.2016, 151.40 lakh MT has already been 
sanc�oned  to various agencies including private 
investors (115.26 lakh MT), SWCs (28.89 lakh MT) 
and CWC (7.26 lakh MT).  Against this, 133.47 lakh 
MT capacity has already been completed and 124.27 
lakh MT capacity has been taken over by the FCI 
pu�ng pressure on u�liza�on of storage space of 
CWC by FCI. The storage capacity u�liza�on by FCI 
decreased to 29.84 lakh MT in 2015-16 as compared 
to 36.32 lakh MT in 2014-15. Further FCI is also

This would put further 
pressure on the u�liza�on of storage space of 
Corpora�on. 

During Rabi Marke�ng Season (RMS) 2015-16, FCI 
procured about 280.88 lakh tonnes of wheat as 
against 280.23 lakh tonnes procured during RMS-
2014-15. The procurement during 2016-17 has been 
about 228.95 lakh MT.  Further, in order to contain the 
food infla�on, the Government of India has decided 
to release wheat stocks under Open Marke�ng 
Sale Scheme (OMSS). During Kharif Marke�ng 
Season (KMS) 2015-16, FCI procured about 332.25 
lakh tonnes of Rice as against 309.63 lakh tonnes 
procured during KMS-2014-15 and is contempla�ng 
sale of Rice also through OMSS. As against this 
the storage capacity with FCI has increased from 
356.63 lakh MT as on 01.04.2015 to 357.89 lakh 
MT as on 01.04.2016 (out of this arund 204 lakh MT 
has been taken over from other agencies, mainly 
PEG godowns of 102 lakh MT). Nominal increase 
procurement of foodgrains coupled with capaci�es 
created under PEG scheme (through private sector/
SWCs under 7/10 years guarantee basis) and release 
of addi�onal quan�ty of foodgrains through PDS and 
OMSS is likely to result in decline in stock posi�on of 
foodgrains in the Central Pool in which case FCI may 
further reduce its u�liza�on of storage capacity of 
CWC on reserva�on basis. All these have impacted 
the capacity u�liza�on of CWC’s warehouses.  
Therefore, steps are being taken by the Corpora�on 
for alterna�ve uses of warehousing space including 
par�cipa�on of Private Sector and e-commerce 
companies to increase the u�liza�on of space 
vacated by FCI.  The Corpora�on is also planning to 
get into the business of bulk storage and handling 
and transporta�on of foodgrains through silos.  
CWC shall be construc�ng a  storage capacity in the 
form of  Silos of 50,000 MT at CW, Nabha (Punjab). 
Further, feasibility study for construc�on of Silos at 
Amritsar, Sri Ganganagar and Hanumangarh is also 
being carried out. 

The Corpora�on is also planning to install Maize 
Dryer Plant  at CW, Khagaria during the year 2016-17 
as a pilot project.

market offering highly compe��ve rates and 
flexible �mings, posing challenge in the area of 
industrial warehousing. Adequate steps are being 
taken by the Corpora�on to remain compe��ve 
in this area.  Some of the steps include large 
scale upgrada�on of warehouses, tapping the 
poten�al of e-Commerce business, encashing the 
opportunity offered by bulk handling of cement 
and steel. Similarly, with the overall reduc�on in 
EXIM trade and cut throat compe��on among 
CFSs/ICDs operators offering discounts/incen�ves, 
the u�liza�on of CFSs/ICDs is ge�ng impacted.  
There is an over supply of CFS infrastructure in JN 
Port area and as many as 30 other CFS operators 
excluding CWC have come up in the JN Port region. 
While the Corpora�on is taking various measures 
to improve the through put of the CFSs/ICDs by 
holding regular trade meets, improving the service 
level through engagement of competent service 
providers with adequate mechanical handling 
equipments, it has also gone for appointment of 
Strategic Alliance Management Operators (SAMOs) 
as a strategy to improve the opera�on of some of 
its CFSs/ICDs.  The engagement of SAMO at CFS, 
Impex Park is paying good dividend and opera�on 
of CFSs at Tu�corin and Distripark under SAMO are 
also progressing sa�sfactorily. Further steps are 
being taken for reorganiza�on of CFS at Chennai 
by ra�onaliza�on which will improve its u�liza�on. 
A CFS  for on wheel examina�on at Thiruvo�ur is 
expected to commence opera�ons shortly as it is 
awai�ng customs no�fica�on. 

19.5 Outlook for 2016-17

Drought like condi�ons were reported in various 
parts of the country in the second quarter of 2016. 
However, the India Meteorological Department (IMD) 
has projected monsoon rainfall this year at 106% of 
the long term average a�er two consecu�ve years of 
below average rainfall in many parts of the country. 
The Interna�onal Co�on Advisory Commi�ee has 
forecasted that raw co�on produc�on will increase 
by 8% globally. Therefore, u�liza�on of storage 
space by raw co�on and other agri-commodi�es is 
likely to increase during the year 2016-17.

19.6 The year 2015-16 was fi�h year of decline 
in growth of global economic ac�vity. The Global 
outlook is not likely to change much, because of 
rebalancing of economic ac�vity in China, European 
Union problems, Brazil, low price of Petroleum and 
gradual �ghtening of monetary policy in the United

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States, though modest recovery is expected. As such, 
the IMPEX business, Container Train opera�ons 
business, and fumiga�on of Ships business will 
remain under pressure. 

19.7. Operation of cargo terminals at the 
Integrated Check Posts (ICPs) being set up by 
the Land Ports Authority of India (LPAI) by the 
Corporation is likely to generate additional 
revenue. Though there has been a decline in 
income at ICP, Attari because of adverse market 
conditions. The volume of traffic handled at ICP, 
Agartala has  picked up and is expected to improve 
further.  The Management of Land Custom Station 
at Srimantpur in the State of Tripura is being taken 
over by CWC and the facility will be commissioned 
and operationalised shortly. The management 
of  ICP, Petrapole has been entrusted on a long-
term basis to CWC by LPAI for a period of 10 year 
extended by another five years.  The Corporation 
is likely to earn good revenue from ICP, Petrapole.

19.8 The development and opera�on of Private 
Freight Terminals (PFTs) at Nabha (Punjab) where 
Civil work and installa�on of Electronic in-Mo�on 
Weigh bridges are being carried out, shall generate 
addi�onal revenue  for the Corpora�on. 

Depending upon the market situa�on, the 
Corpora�on will also undertake procurement 
of pulses under PSS scheme of the Ministry of 
Agriculture at selected loca�ons which will not 
only bring revenue for the Corpora�on but will also 
improve the capacity u�liza�on of the warehouses 
where such procurement is undertaken.

19.9 Although recruitment for posts in Group A 
is underway since last 4-5 years, in the absence of 
recruitment for a decade and large scale re�rement 
in Group A and B posts, there is a need to provide 
adequate and competent manpower for not only 
running the warehouses but also for undertaking 
aggressive marke�ng in the wake of s�ff compe��on. 
The Corpora�on is geared up in this direc�on and 
recruitment processes in the required areas are 
under way.

The �tle deeds in 
respect of 50 land sites (ROs - Ahmedabad-6, Bangalore-2, Bhubaneswar-13, Bhopal-2, Chandigarh-3, Kolkata-2, 
Delhi-3, Guwaha�-1, Hyderabad-1, Lucknow-4, Mumbai-3, Panchkula-1, Patna-8, Raipur-1) valued at ` 3396.07 
lakh are yet to be executed. The liability for stamp duty on such lands has been provided as per Accoun�ng Policy 
No.11.

3) In respect of 41 Leasehold lands, the lease period has expired and the lands are in possession of the Corpora�on.
The renewal of lease for these lands is in progress. In view of non availability of renewal premium payable, the 
liability for the lease rent has been accounted for on the basis of the informa�on available.

4) The forest lands at Khabli and Shimla were allo�ed to the Corpora�on on right to use basis for construc�on of 
warehouses for PDS ac�vity. The ownership of these lands is with the Forest Department and possession is with 
the Corpora�on. The cost of these lands is shown as intangible asset as Right to Use of Land.

5) The land at Madhepura (Patna Region) is in possession of the Corpora�on, however, it does not have �tle of the 
land.

6) The Corpora�on had purchased 86 flats at Bokadvira, Navi Mumbai in the year 1998-99 at a cost of `933.02 lakh. 
As these flats are unoccupied as on date and Corpora�on is incurring expenses on the rates & taxes, maintenance 
and security, it has been decided to dispose off the same.

Pending valua�on of Im-movable Assets by Central Public 
Works Department (CPWD) in terms of Memorandom of Agreement signed with LPAI, the book value of assets 
has been shown as recoverable from LPAI and these assets have been removed from the books. The adjustment, 
if any required, shall be made on receipt of valua�on from CPWD.

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Basis of Accoun�ng
(1) The Financial Statements of the Corpora�on 

have been prepared under the historical cost 
conven�on on the accrual basis of accoun�ng 
in accordance with the generally accepted 
accoun�ng principles in India (Indian GAAP) and 
comply with the Accoun�ng Standards no�fied 
by the Ins�tute of Chartered Accountants of 
India, to the extent applicable.

Use of Es�mates
(2) The prepara�on of the financial statements 

in conformity with the Indian GAAP requires 
that the management makes es�mates 
and assump�ons that affect the reported 
amounts of assets and liabili�es, disclosure of 
con�ngent liabili�es as at the date of financial 
statements, and the reported amounts of 
revenue and expenses during the repor�ng 
period.

Inventories

(c) Keeping in view the life and also technical 
cer�fica�on, the warehouses/building 
constructed over the leasehold lands, above 
rate of deprecia�on is charged irrespec�ve of 
the period of lease since the lease is generally 
renewed on its expiry. In case the lease of 
the land is not renewed, the compensa�on 
received, on the handing over of the 
warehouse/building is adjusted against the 
wri�en down value and profit or loss if any, 
in the transac�on will be accounted in the 
books.

(d) The assets having value up to ` 500/- are 
charged to revenue. Assets having value more 
than `500/- and up to `5,000/- are capitalized 
and deprecia�on thereon is charged @100% 
leaving a nominal value of `1/- for each such 
asset.

(14) Pursuant to arbitra�on award in a civil contract, 
the compensa�on paid/payable of a revenue 
nature like interest, loss of profit etc. is charged 

to revenue and compensa�on paid/payable of 
a capital nature is to be capitalized.

Revenue Recogni�on

(15) Revenue is recognized when there is no 
significant uncertainty regarding the amount 
of considera�on that will be derived from 
rendering the service. 

a) Income from warehousing services rendered is 
recognized based on agreement/ arrangement 
with the customers as the service is performed 
using the;
(i) Completed service contract method for 

imported cargo on receipt/release of 
cargo; 

(ii) Propor�onate comple�on method 
for all other services rendered by the 
Corpora�on including income from 
consultancy fee/supervision fee charged 
on deposit work undertaken by the 
Corpora�on.

(iii) In respect of �me barred bonds/ long 
standing cargo on its realiza�on out of 
the sale proceeds.

d) Interest income is recognized on a �me 
propor�on basis taking into account the 
amount outstanding and applicable interest 
rate.

Cost of Consumables
(16) The cost of black polythene films, mul�-

layered cross laminated covers, bamboo mats, 
PVC floor dunnage and polythene covers and 
other such consumables is charged to revenue 
in the year of its issue for use.

VRS Expenditure
(17) The termina�on benefits (including 

expenditure on Voluntary re�rement) are 
accounted for in the year they are incurred.

Insurance Claims
(18) Where stocks are insured, in the event of loss, 

the compensa�on payable to depositors and 
the corresponding claim receivable from the 
insurer is accounted for based on the facts of 
each case.  However, the actual payment to 
the depositor is made a�er claim is received 
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from the insurer. The difference, if any, is 
accounted for on actual receipt/payment.

Arbitra�on Awards
(19) Arbitra�on awards against the Corpora�on 

unless contested are accounted for.  However, 
amounts awarded in favor of Corpora�on are 
accounted at the �me of realiza�on, owing to 
uncertainty of their collec�on.

Accoun�ng of claims against contractors / par�es
(20) Claims against contractors/par�es are 

accounted when there is a reasonable 
certainty of recovery.

Unclaimed Dividend
(21) The dividend warrants which are not encashed 

are shown as liability under the head 
“Unclaimed Dividend” irrespec�ve of the year 
to which they relate.

Foreign Currency Transac�ons
(22)   Ini�al Recogni�on
 Transac�ons denominated in foreign currency 

are recorded at the exchange rate prevailing 
on the date of transac�ons.

 Subsequent Recogni�on : As at the repor�ng 
date, non-monetary items(revenue items 
& fixed assets) which are carried in terms 
of historical cost denominated in a foreign 
currency are reported using the exchange rate 
at the date of the transac�on.

 All monetary assets and liabili�es (current 
assets & current liabili�es) in foreign currency 
are restated at the end of accoun�ng period 
and exchange differences are recognised in 
the Profit and Loss Account.

Government Grants
(23) Government Grants are recognized when 

there is a reasonable assurance that the same 
will be received and all condi�ons a�ached 
will be complied with.

(a) Capital Grants rela�ng to specific fixed assets 
are reduced from the gross value of the 
respec�ve assets.

(b) Revenue grants are recognised in the profit 
& loss account by reducing the related 
expenses.

Investments
(24) Investments are classified into current and 

non-current investments.  Current investments 
are stated at lower of cost or fair value.  Long 
Term investments are stated at cost and 
provision for diminu�on in value is made only 

if such decline is other than temporary in the 
opinion of management.

Employee Benefits
(25)a)All short term employee benefits are recognized 

at undiscounted amount in the accoun�ng 
period in which they are incurred.

b) The Provident Fund and Pension Fund being 
defined contribu�on plan, amount is debited 
to the Statement of profit & loss account. 

c) Employees Benefits under defined benefit 
plans in respect of leave encashment, gratuity, 
LTC and post re�rement medical benefit 
scheme are recognized based on the present 
value of defined benefit obliga�on and 
computed based on the actuarial valua�on 
using the Projected Unit Credit Method at the 
year end.  Actuarial liability in excess of plan 
assets is recognized during the year.

d) Ex-gra�a payment on death of employee in 
service is recognised on accrual basis in profit 
& loss account.

Leases
(26) Opera�ng Lease:
 Where the Corpora�on is Lessor: Leases 

in which the Corpora�on does not transfer 
substan�ally all the risks and benefits of 
ownership of the asset are classified as 
opera�ng leases. Assets subject to opera�ng 
leases are included in fixed assets. Income on 
an opera�ng lease is recognized in the profit 
and loss account on a straight-line basis over 
the lease term. Costs including deprecia�on 
are recognized as an expense in the profit and 
loss account. 

 Where the Corpora�on is a Lessee: 
Leases, where the lessor effec�vely retains 
substan�ally all the risks and benefits of 
ownership of the leased item, are classified as 
opera�ng leases. Opera�ng lease payments 
are recognized as an expense in the profit and 
loss account on a straight line basis over the 
lease term.

Taxes on Income

(27) a) Income Tax Expense comprises of the current 
tax and deferred tax. Provision for current 
tax is based on the assessable profit and 
computed in accordance with the provisions 
of the Income Tax Act, 1961. The deferred tax 
is recognised, subject to the considera�on of 
prudence, on �ming differences, being the 
difference between the taxable and accoun�ng 
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income / expenditure, that originate in one 
period and are capable of reversal in one or 
more subsequent periods.

b) Deferred tax assets are recognized only to 
the extent that there is   reasonable certainty 
that sufficient future taxable income will be 
available against which such deferred tax 
assets can be realized. If the Corpora�on has 
carry forward unabsorbed deprecia�on and 
tax losses, deferred Tax assets are recognized 
only to the extent there is a virtual certainty 
supported by convincing evidence that 
sufficient taxable income will be available 
against which such deferred tax assets can be 
realized.

c) Minimum Alterna�ve Tax (‘MAT’) paid in 
accordance with tax laws, which gives rise 
to future economic benefits in the form of 
adjustment of future income tax liability, is 
considered as an asset if there is convincing 
evidence that the corpora�on will pay normal 
tax in future. The corpora�on reviews the same 
at each balance sheet date and writes down 
the carrying amount of MAT credit en�tlement 
to the extent there is no longer convincing 
evidence to the effect that corpora�on will be 
able to u�lize that credit during the specified 
period.

Intangible Assets

(28) a) The license fee/registra�on fee paid 
to the Indian Railways for container rail 
transporta�on is capitalized as an ‘Intangible 
Asset’ and amor�zed over the period of 20 
years i.e. the period for which permission 
given by Railways, from the year of star�ng 
the opera�ons.

b) The considera�on paid towards lands held in 
possession on “right to use” basis is capitalized 
as ‘Intangible Asset’ and depreciated over 
a period of five years. Keeping in view the 
life and also technical cer�fica�on, the 
warehouses/buildings constructed on such 
land, normal rate of deprecia�on as men�oned 
in the accoun�ng policy no.8 (b) is charged, 
irrespec�ve of the period of right to use. In 
case the land on “right to use” basis is taken 
back, compensa�on received on handing 

over of such warehouse/building is adjusted 
against the wri�en down value and profit or 
loss if any, in the transac�on will be accounted 
for in the books accordingly.

Impairment of Assets

(29) An asset is treated as impaired when the 
carrying cost of asset exceeds its recoverable 
value. An impairment loss is charged to the 
Profit and Loss Account in the year in which an 
asset is iden�fied as impaired. The impairment 
loss recognised in the prior accoun�ng period 
is reversed if there has been a change in the 
es�mate of recoverable amount.

Provisions, Con�ngent Liabili�es and Con�ngent 
Assets

(30) (a) Provision is recognized when corpora�on 
has a present obliga�on as a result of a past 
event and it is probable that an ou�low 
of resources will be required to se�le the 
obliga�on and in respect of which a reliable 
es�mate can be made.

(b) Con�ngent liabili�es in respect of claims 
against the corpora�on not acknowledged 
as debts are determined on the basis of 
informa�on available and judgment of the 
management and are disclosed by way of 
notes to the accounts. However con�ngent 
assets are neither recognized nor disclosed.

(c) Liabili�es/Income accruing due to decisions 
a�er the date of circula�on of accounts having 
retrospec�ve effect are accounted for under 
the relevant direct head of account.

(d) Liability on account of travelling expenditure 
and leave travel concession to employees 
where the journey commenced in current 
financial year but bills are awaited is provided 
to the extent of advance paid and necessary 
adjustment is made in the subsequent year 
when the bills are received. 

(e) Property tax, unless contested, is accounted 
for on the basis of demand received and 
informa�on available.

Provision for Bad & Doub�ul Debts
(31) The provision for bad & doub�ul debts is made 

whenever the debtors/loans & advances are 
considered doub�ul of recovery.

(b)  The es�mated liability for construc�on 
work completed up to 31.3.2016 but not 
yet billed by the contractors is ` 1574.59 
lakh (Previous year ̀  678.89 lakh), which 
has been accounted for in the books on 
the basis of cer�ficate of site engineer.

3. Alloca�on of Engineering Overheads

ii) Recogni�on of revenue has been postponed in 
following cases in accordance with AS-9 due to 
uncertainty in their ul�mate collec�on: 

a. In respect of dispute with Strategic Alliance 
management operator at ICD-Loni, Corpora�on 
had raised a claim before the arbitrator 
towards variable fee on (a) empty container 
` 1252.35 lakh (b) container transported on 
trains of other Private Container Transport

empty containers etc. which has been rejected 
by arbitrator and ma�er is in appeal before 
high court.  In another arbitra�on, Corpora�on 
has made a counter claim of ` 885.08 lakh for 
recovery of expenses. 

c. In respect of Strategic Alliance Management 
contract for rail linked facility at CFS, Logis�cs 
Park, Navi Mumbai, where there is a dispute 
with regard to start of railway opera�ons 
and Strategic Alliance Management operator 
(SAMO) is paying variable fee @ 6% of 
gross revenue as against 8% claimed by 
the Corpora�on, the disputed claim is of ` 
1558.38 lakh (previous year ` 1551.67 lakh) 
towards variable fee and interest of ` 824.91 
lakh (previous year ` 598.75 lakh) for delay in 
payment.

d. In respect of Strategic Alliance Management 
contract for rail linked facility at CFS, Kalamboli, 
where the payment towards fixed and 
variable fee was delayed by SAMO and legal 
proceedings are pending, interest of ` 753.15 
lakh (previous year ` 424.58 lakh) claimed for 
delay in payment.

e. On expiry of lease of CFS and Buffer yard 
facility at Navi Mumbai to CWC, the physical 
possession of facility was handed over by 
Jawaharlal Nehru Port Trust (JNPT) to another 
operator in December’2005 when the physical 
possession of containers /cargo in custody of 
CWC was also handed over to him. Corpora�on 
made a claim of ` 3095.00 lakh (previous 
year ` 3095.00 lakh) on the new operator / 
JNPT, however, the actual amount realizable 
on the containers / cargo handed over is 
unascertainable.  

5. Other Disclosures
i) Corpora�on claimed recovery of Service Tax 

from some of the Handling & Transporta�on 
Contractors amoun�ng to ` 1322.18 lakh as 
the same were considered to have been paid 
in excess or contractors did not submit proper 
invoice to enable the Corpora�on to claim 
CENVAT credit.  Against the claimed amount, 
an amount of `306.00 lakh was recovered 
which has been disputed by the contractors. 

The ma�ers being in arbitra�on / before 
the courts, there is uncertainty in recovery 
of the balance amount. Pending resolu�on 
of dispute, the recovered amount has been 
shown as amount payable to the contractors. 

ii) Due to infesta�on of Stocks at CW Akola, FCI 
has taken steps to auc�on the affected stocks 
and raised a claim on CWC of ` 1235.48 lakh. 
The damaged stocks are expected to fetch 
`548.29 lakh. The expected consequen�al loss 
of ` 687.19 lakh has been accounted for in the 
current year.

Dear Shareholders, Ladies and Gentlemen
On behalf of the Board of Directors, I feel great pleasure 
in extending a warm and hearty welcome to you all to 
this 54th Annual General Mee�ng of the shareholders 
of the Corpora�on.
I am sure, you have received a copy of the audited 
financial statements for the year 2015-16, the Auditor’s 
Report thereon and the Directors’ Report highligh�ng 
the performance of your Corpora�on during the year 
2015-16. With your consent, I take them as read.  
Though the Directors’ Report gives a more detailed 
account of the physical and financial performance of the 
Corpora�on as well as the various ac�vi�es undertaken 
during the year, I would like to broadly highlight some 
of the achievements.
Financial Performance 
I am happy to inform you that your Corpora�on earned 
an all �me high turnover of Rs. 1639.93 crore during 
2015-16 as compared to Rs. 1561.83  crore achieved 
during 2014-15, thus recording a growth of Rs. 78.10 
crore or 5%. The Profit Before Tax (PBT) and Profit A�er 
Tax (PAT) also increased to Rs. 283.56  crore and Rs. 
197.82 crore respec�vely as compared to Profit Before 
Tax (PBT) of Rs.260.06 crore and Profit A�er Tax (PAT) 
of Rs. 182.12 crore during 2014-15. The net worth of 
the Corpora�on increased to Rs. 1819.21 crore from  
Rs. 1687.53  crore during 2014-15.

Physical Performance
As on 31st March, 2016, your Corpora�on operated 
448 warehouses. The average storage capacity during 
the year was 115.11 lakh MT and average capacity 
u�liza�on, in absolute terms was higher at 91.82 
lakh MT in 2015-16 as compared to 85.40 lakh MT in 
2014-15.  During the year, 1.62 lakh MT of addi�onal 
storage capacity was constructed at 15 loca�ons in 11 
States with a capital outlay of Rs.88.36 crore. Despite 
con�nuous decline in global economic ac�vity for the 
fi�h year, your Corpora�on handled 9.25 lakh TEUs 
through its 31 CFSs/ICDs during the year.
Your Corpora�on con�nued to operate the truck 
terminal at Petrapole (West Bengal) on the Indo-
Bangladesh border, handled 2.26 lakh import/export 
trucks and earning a revenue of Rs. 752.21 lakh.    
You will be happy to know that your Corpora�on 
also con�nued to operate the Cargo Terminal of the 
Integrated Check Post (ICP) at A�ari (Punjab) for 
facilita�ng IMPEX trade between India and Pakistan 
through land route. Despite adverse market condi�ons 
and foreign exchange vola�lity, CWC handled 54,336 
export/import trucks and earned a gross revenue of 
Rs. 39.04 crore during the year.  It was the second full 
year of the opera�on of the Cargo Terminal of ICP,

Pest Control Services
Your Corpora�on has been focusing on Pest Control 
Services (PCS) as a dis�nct segment of its business 
ac�vity.  This business was also impacted by the decline 
in global economic ac�vity. CWC earned Rs.19.05 
crore during the year 2015-16 from this ac�vity. It is 
noteworthy to men�on that during the year CWC 
treated 5,53,904 AC/Non-AC Rail coaches and Pantry 
cars and earned a revenue of Rs. 8.24 crore. Your 
Corpora�on also carried out disinfesta�on of 8990 
Aircra�s of various Airlines during the year.

Dividend
Your Corpora�on takes great pride to inform that 
due to the good financial results and the guidelines 
issued by the Govt of India, the Board of Directors has 
recommended payment of dividend @ 88% on the 
paid-up capital of Rs. 68.02 crore for 2015-16.  You may 
recall that the Corpora�on had   paid dividend @ 54% 
for the preceding year. 

State Warehousing Corpora�ons
Your Corpora�on holds 50% equity in 18 State 
Warehousing Corpora�ons (SWCs) with the respec�ve 
State Governments holding the remaining 50%.  As on 
the 31st March, 2016, these SWCs were opera�ng a 
network of 1723 warehouses with an aggregate storage 
capacity of 270.03  lakh MT. The aggregate investment 
in the equity of the SWCs as on 31st March, 2016 stood 
at Rs.61.79 crore. During 2015-16, 14 SWCs held their 
AGMs and an amount of Rs.1512.63 lakh was declared 
as dividend.

Subsidiary Company
The subsidiary Company, namely, the Central Railside 
Warehouse Company Ltd. (CRWC) operated 19 RWCs 
with a aggregate storage capacity of 3.29 lakh MT. 
During the year 2015-16, CRWC earned an income of 
Rs. 87.93 crore, with a PBT of   Rs. 19.82 crore and a 
PAT of Rs. 11.14 crore. CRWC has maintained dividend 
of 15% on the paid-up capital for the year 2015-16 
also. 
Corporate Social Responsibility and Sustainable 
Development
As part of the Corporate Social Responsibility and

The 
compliance cer�ficate of the auditors cer�fying that 
the Corpora�on has complied with the guidelines of 
Corporate Governance is at the end of the report on 
Corporate Governance.
Future Outlook
The future outlook of the Corpora�on is bright. With 
the decision of the Government of India to stock upto 
20 lakh MT of Pulses, the u�liza�on of space in CWC 
warehouses is bound to increase as we expect to store 
maximum of this buffer stock. Stocks shall be received 
in 2nd half of the current year. The re-organiza�on of 
CFS ac�vi�es in Chennai Region, the Start of ac�vi�es 
at CFS, Dronagiri Node will benefit CWC. Further, start 
up of Container Terminal at Kandla Port will benefit 
Kandla CFS and Gandhidham CFS of CWC in a big way. 
Further, CWC has planned to add warehousing capacity 
of 1.45 lakh MT during 2016-17. The Land Customs 
Sta�ons (LCS) at Petrapole has been converted into 
an Integrated Check Post (ICP) and should give good 
revenue during the current year and in future. 
The future of the Corpora�on, therefore, is bright.  
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
