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DIRECTORS’  REPORT

Dear Shareholders,

On behalf of the Board of Directors, I have great 
pleasure in presen�ng the 57th Annual Report on 
the working of your Corpora�on together with the 
audited Statement of Accounts and the Auditors’ 
Report thereon, for the financial year ending the 
31st March, 2014.

1. CAPITAL STRUCTURE

1.1 During the year under report, the authorized 
and paid up capital of the Corpora�on remained 
unchanged at Rs. 100 crore and Rs. 68.02 crore 
respec�vely. The shareholding pa�ern also remained 
unchanged. The shareholders are the Government of 
India, State Bank of India, 35 other Scheduled Banks, 
401 Coopera�ve Socie�es, 7 Insurance Companies 
and 6 Recognized Associa�ons/Companies dealing 
in agricultural produce.  

2. FINANCIAL PERFORMANCE 

2.1 You will be happy to note that despite the 
decline in overall capacity u�liza�on due to 
reduc�on in u�liza�on by the Food Corpora�on of 
India (FCI), economic slow down in the country and 
adverse IMPEX scenario  and consequent decline 
in the number of containers handled in the CFSs/
ICDs and overall recessionary trend in the country, 
the turnover of your Corpora�on increased from  
Rs.1406.70 crore during 2012-13 to Rs.1528.19 crore 
during 2013-14, registering a growth of 8.64%.  The 
Profit Before Tax (PBT) also increased from Rs.209.23 
crore in 2012-13 to Rs.256.47 crore in 2013-14, while 

the Profit A�er Tax

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3. PHYSICAL PERFORMANCE

3.1 Opera�ng Capacity and Its U�liza�on

As on 31st March, 2014, your Corpora�on operated 
471 warehouses with a total opera�ng storage 
capacity of 104.94 lakh MT. This included 57 Custom 
Bonded warehouses, 31 CFSs/ICDs and 3 Air Cargo 
Complexes with storage capacity of 3.63 lakh MT, 
14.75  lakh MT and 5961 MT respec�vely. During 
the year under report, 2.03 lakh MT constructed 
storage capaci�es (covered godowns) was added. 
The average capacity u�liza�on reduced to 86% from 
93% achieved during 2012-13 mainly due to lower 
stock posi�on of FCI in view of shor�all in wheat 
procurement as well as liquida�on of stocks through 
PDS and export.

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3.4 Container Rail Transporta�on (CRT) 
Opera�ons  

CWC con�nued to run container trains between JN 
Port and ICD, Loni (Ghaziabad), besides transpor�ng 
export containers ex-Loni to Mundra and Pipavav 
Ports through trains of other Container Train 
Operators (CTOs). Despite overall decline in exports, 
during the year under report, CWC handled 196 
trains, transported 19,069 TEUs and earned revenue 
of Rs. 47.04 crore as against 18,691 TEUs transported 
and Rs. 43.28 crore earned during 2012-13. 

3.5 Registra�on of warehouses under WDR 
Act  

During the year, the Corpora�on got another 15 
warehouses registered with the Warehousing 
Development & Regulatory Authority (WDRA) with 
the objec�ve to extend credit facili�es to the farmers 
and others on the strength of Nego�able Warehouse 
Receipts (NWRs) issued by such WDRA registered 
warehouses.

The Corpora�on also entered into Memorandum of 
Agreements (MOAs) with Central Bank of India on 
30.5.2013 and Punjab Na�onal Bank on 10.1.2014 
to facilitate extending easy credit facili�es to the 
farmers and others against pledge of NWRs issued 
by the registered warehouses.

During the year, 19597 number of NWRs were issued 
covering value of commodi�es above Rs.357 crore.

In pursuance of revised PFT policy by the Ministry 
of Railways, your Corporation had applied for 
development and operation of two brownfield 
Private Freight Terminals (PFTs) in the jurisdiction 
of Northern Railway administration. In addition 
to Bamanheri (Muzaffarnagar), Northern Railway 
administration had accorded in principle approval 
for development and operation of brownfield 
PFT's by CWC in its existing rail-linked warehousing 
complex at Nabha in December 2013. Requisite 
Detailed Project Report alongwith Engineering 
Scale Plan have been got prepared from RITES 
and submitted to Northern Railway.  The same is 
under their examination for issuing commercial 
notifications.

Similar brownfield PFTs are planned at Rayanapadu 
in Andhra Pradesh and Miraj in Maharashtra, besides 
a greenfield PFT at Sitapura (Jaipur), Rajasthan.

Overall storage 
loss in foodgrain stocks during 2013-14 was 0.23%, 
which was within the limit fixed in the MOU for the 
year.

4.2 Farmers’ Extension Service Scheme 

The Farmers Extension Service Scheme (FESS) is 
being operated by your Corpora�on since 1978-79 
under which the technical staff visit the adjoining 
villages and impart training to the farmers on the 
techniques of scien�fic storage and preserva�on of 
foodgrains at farm level, demonstrate methods of 
spraying, fumiga�on, rodent control, etc. as well as 
assist the farmers in securing loans from the banks 
against pledge of Nego�able Warehouse Receipts. 
During the year under report, work under FESS was 
carried out through 307 rural based warehouses.  The 
technical staff visited 5,316 villages and contacted/
educated 2.34 lakh farmers.

4.3 During the year under report, your Corpora�on 
organised training of two days dura�on for 6075 
farmers on scien�fic storage at farm level and post 
harvest loss minimiza�on techniques. At the end of 
the training programme, farmers were given metallic 
storage bins free of cost under the CSR scheme of the 
Corpora�on. Besides, in order to acquaint the farmers 
about benefits of Warehousing (Development & 
Regula�on) Act, 2007 and Nego�able Warehouse 
Receipt system, one day training programmes were 
also organised under which 2350 farmers were 
trained.

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5. PEST CONTROL SERVICES 

5.1 Your Corpora�on con�nues to focus on Pest 
Control services (PCS) ac�vi�es as a dis�nct segment 
for income genera�on. From these ac�vi�es, the 
Corpora�on earned Rs.19.67  crore during the year 
2013-14 as against Rs.20.26 crore earned during 
2012-13. During the year under report, 59 ships 
containing 18.84 lakh MT of export wheat cargo were 
fumigated at various ports and earned a revenue of 
Rs.243.47 lakh.  CWC also fumigated 20,882 TEUs of 
export cargo at its CFSs/ICDs and earned Rs.251.66 
lakh.

6. HUMAN RESOURCE DEVELOPMENT

6.1  As on 31.03.2014, your Corpora�on had 4777 
employees on its rolls as against 5222 employees at 
the close of the preceding year. In order to reduce 
the establishment cost and right size the manpower, 
as per the target fixed under MOU,  VRS Scheme was 
offered to Group ‘D’ employees against which 184 
Group ‘D’ employees opted for the same.  However, 
recruitment of managerial personnel and Jr. Technical 
Assistant required for providing quality control  to 
the foodgrain storing warehouses were undertaken 
as per the details given below:

11. VIGILANCE ADMINISTRATION

55 preven�ve checks and surprise checks in 16 
warehouses of Raipur and Hyderabad Regions 
were conducted during the rice procurement 
season. Based on the deficiencies no�ced during 
the preven�ve check, inves�ga�on and inquiry 
proceedings, guidelines on system improvements 
were issued.  A sum of Rs. 08.14 lakh was recovered 
from the contractors based on  preven�ve checks.

18. MANAGEMENT DISCUSSIONS ON INDUSTRY 
STRUCTURE AND DEVELOPMENTS, STRENGTHS, 
WEAKNESSES, OPPORTUNITIES & THREATS

18.1 The major strength of the Corporation are 
its wide network of warehouses, diversified 
commodity portfolio, wide clientele base and core 
competency in storage and preservation of stocks 
looked after by the trained technical manpower.  
However, the Corporation, presently operating 
in a highly competitive business environment, is 
facing stiff competition in all its business verticals 
such as agri warehousing, industrial warehousing, 
operation of CFSs/ICDs, CRT operations and PCS 
operations.

18.2 Agri Warehousing

In the field of agri warehousing, the compe��on 
has become more intense following entry of a large 
number of private warehouse operators in view of 
various fiscal incen�ves rolled out by the Government 
of India since 2009 in form of tax incen�ve, capital 
investment subsidy, liberalized Grameen Bhandaran 
Yojana (GBY), Warehousing Fund of NABARD, etc. to 
incen�vize private sector par�cipa�on for crea�on 
of storage capacity for foodgrains and other agri 
commodi�es.  Like in 2013-14, the Government 
of India has also earmarked Rs.5000 crore for the 
financial year 2014-15 under Warehousing Fund of 
NABARD for financing agri warehousing projects.  
Under recently liberalized GBY of the  Ministry of 
Agriculture, Government of India, upto 31.3.2014 
a progressive capacity of 49 million tonnes has so 
far been sanc�oned with a subsidy outlay of about 
Rs.1400 crore. Most of the capaci�es created under 
GBY is being u�lized for storage of foodgrains by 
agencies compe�ng with CWC in agri warehousing 
eco system.

Under the Private Entrepreneurs Guarantee (PEG) 
Scheme, the Food Corpora�on of India has so far

Out of this, 
as on 31.5.2014, 153.16 lakh MT has already been 
sanc�oned to various agencies including private 
sector (115.70 lakh MT), SWCs (29.65 lakh MT) and 
CWC (7.81 lakh MT). Against this, 128.18 lakh MT 
has already been completed and taken over by the 
FCI pu�ng pressure on u�liza�on of storage space 
of CWC by FCI.  Further FCI is also contempla�ng 
crea�on of 17.50 lakh MT storage capacity in form 
of silos at 36 loca�ons in 9 States. FCI is likely to 
reinvite tenders from private entrepreneurs for 
pu�ng up these silos, which when completed, 
would put further pressure on the u�liza�on of 
storage space of CWC.

18.4 During Rabi Marketing Season (RMS) 2014, 
FCI procured about 28 million tonnes of wheat 
as against 38 million tonnes procured during 
RMS-2012.  Further, in order to contain the food 
inflation, the Government of India has decided 
to release 10 million tonnes of  wheat stocks 
under Open Marketing Sale Scheme(OMSS) and 
contemplating sale of rice also through OMSS. Less 
procurement of wheat coupled with release of 
additional quantity of foodgrains through PDS and 
OMSS is likely to result in decline in stock position 
of foodgrains in the Central Pool in which case 
FCI may reduce its utilization of storage capacity 
of CWC on annual reservation basis in favour of 
capacity created under PEG scheme through 
private sector/SWCs under 7/10 years guarantee 
basis. All these have already started posing serious 
threat to capacity utilization of CWC’s warehouses 
as may be seen from the following figures:

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18.5   Industrial Warehousing and CFSs/ICDs

In the field of industrial warehousing, the 
compe��on is s�ll severe.  Entry of a large number 
of 3PL logis�cs providers including companies 
backed by MNCs with large scale automa�on, 
highly compe��ve rates, flexible �ming, etc. is 
posing serious problem for u�liza�on of industrial 
warehousing capacity.  Similarly with the overall 
reduc�on in EXIM trade and cut throat compe��on 
among CFSs/ICDs operators offering discounts/
incen�ve etc., the u�liza�on of CFSs/ICDs facili�es 
of the Corpora�on is ge�ng impacted.  It is felt that 
there is an over supply of CFS infrastructure in JN 
Port area and as many as 29 private CFS operators 
have come up in the JN Port region posing serious 
threat to the survival of the CFSs operated by 
CWC in the region. While the Corpora�on is taking 
various measures to improve the throughput of 
the CFSs/ICDs by holding regular trade meets, 
improving the service level through engagement 
of competent service providers with adequate 
mechanical handling equipments, the Corpora�on 
has iden�fied the engagement of reliable and 
efficient Strategic Alliance Management Operator 
(SAMO) as a strategy to improve the opera�on of 
some of the CFSs of the Corpora�on.  Engagement 
of SAMO at CFS, Impex Park is paying good 
dividend and opera�on of CFSs at Distripark and 
Tu�corin expected to commence from August 
2014 is also likely to result in increase in turnover 
and profitability of the Corpora�on during 2014-
15.  However, unless the overall IMPEX scenario 
improves the capacity u�liza�on of the CFSs/ICDs 
during 2014-15 is likely to remain under pressure.

18.6 Outlook for 2014-15

Forecast of a below normal monsoon with rainfall 
deficit of 29% as on 21st July 2014 is a cause of 
concern. Scanty rains are likely to impact Kharif crops 
like paddy, groundnut, co�on and soyabean. The 
Ministry of Agriculture has lowered the foodgrain 
produc�on target to 261 million tonnes for 2014-15 
from the record harvest of 264.4 million tonnes in 
2013-14.  As per reports, co�on output is likely to 
decline by 17% and hit a five year low in 2014-15 
(October-September) at 30 million bales (1 bale = 170 
Kg)  due to steep decline in sowing area on delayed 
and uneven distribu�on of monsoon rains because 
of El Nino phenomenon. Therefore, u�liza�on of

is likely to be impacted.

18.7 Opera�on of cargo terminals at the Integrated 
Check Posts (ICPs) being set up by the Land Ports 
Authority of India (LPAI) by the Corpora�on is likely 
to generate addi�onal revenue.  With the increasing 
trend in the volume of traffic handled at ICP, A�ari, the 
revenue is likely to be around Rs.50 crore as against 
Rs.39 crore earned in 2013-14.  ICP, Agartala is yet 
to pick up.  However, with the likely commencement 
of ICP, Petrapole by December 2014 for which the 
Corpora�on is expected to get the management 
rights on a long-term basis, the Corpora�on is likely 
to earn good revenue almost at par with ICP, A�ari.

18.8 The Corpora�on is awai�ng approval from 
the Indian Railways for opera�ng Private Freight 
Terminals (PFTs) at two of its rail connected facili�es 
at Nabha (Punjab) and Bamanheri (U.P). This is likely 
to generate addi�onal revenue for the Corpora�on. 
Besides depending upon the market situa�on, the 
Corpora�on may undertake procurement of pulses 
under PSS scheme of the Ministry of Agriculture at 
selected loca�ons which may not only bring revenue 
for the Corpora�on but will also improve the 
capacity u�liza�on of the warehouses where such 
procurement is undertaken.

18.9 Threat of severe crunch of managerial 
manpower is looming large in the face of the 
Corpora�on.  Although recruitment for posts in Group 
A is underway since last 3-4 years, in the absence 
of recruitment for a decade, lack of manpower 
planning and large scale re�rement in Group A and 
B posts, there is serious crisis to provide adequate 
and competent manpower for not only running the 
warehouses but also for undertaking aggressive 
marke�ng in the face of s�ff compe��on.

18.10 The other major weakness of the Corpora�on 
is lack of automa�on and non leveraging IT in its 
opera�ons. CWC is way behind its compe�tors 
in implementa�on of Integrated Warehouse 
Management Systems (IWMS).  A�empt to introduce 
a user friendly, dynamic and web enabled IWMS 
has so far not been successful.  It will not only bring 
efficiency and effec�veness in opera�ons but also 
will bring down costs.  Efforts in this direc�on are 
being stepped up.

1) Warehouses and Godowns include all ancillary Civil Works within a Warehouse Complex.

2) Land (Freehold and Leasehold):  Number of sites in possession of the Corpora�on are 421. The �tle deeds in respect of 56 land sites (ROs - 
Ahmedabad-6, Bangalore-2, Bhubaneswar-16, Bhopal-5, Chandigarh-2, Kolkata-2, Delhi-2, Guwaha�-1, Hyderabad-1, Lucknow-4, Mumbai-3, 
Panchkula-1, Patna-8, Raipur-2 valued at `3565.59 lakhs) are yet to be executed. The liability for stamp duty on such lands has been provided as 
per Accoun�ng Policy No.20. 

3) In respect of 45 Leasehold lands, the lease period has expired and lands are in possession of the Corpora�on. The renewal of lease for these lands 
is in progress. In view of non availability of renewal premium payable, the same has not been accounted for. The liability for the lease rent has 
been accounted for on the basis of the informa�on available.

4) The forest lands at Khabli and Shimla have been allo�ed to the Corpora�on on right to use basis for construc�on of warehouses for PDS ac�vity. 
The ownership of these lands is with the Forest Department and possession is with the Corpora�on. The cost of these lands has been capitalised 
as intangible asset as Right to Use of Forest Land to be depreciated over a period of five years.

5) The �tle of the land at Madhepura (Patna Region) is with a private party, but the possession of the same is with the Corpora�on.

6) The freehold land at CW, Shikaripur is under encumbrance with a financial ins�tu�on. As the amount due has already been paid to the financial 
ins�tu�on, the encumbrance shall be vacated in due course. 

7) The Corpora�on had purchased 86 flats at Bokadvira, Navi Mumbai in the year 1998-99 whose cost is `933.02 lakh. As these flats are not 
occupied as on date and Corpora�on is incurring expenses on the rates & taxes, maintenance and security, it has been decided to dispose off the 
same. The expected sale value being more than the cost of purchase, there is no impairment in the value of the flats.

8) Deprecia�on amount of `3313.76 lakh includes impairment loss `2.95 lakh and prior period deprecia�on (net Dr.) `11.94 lakh.

9) During the year 2013-14, capital expenditure of `8430.45 lakh was incurred as detailed below for se�ng up and opera�ng warehousing facili�es

Method of Accoun�ng

1) Liabili�es/Income accruing due to decisions a�er the 
date of circula�on of accounts having retrospec�ve 
effect are accounted for under the relevant direct 
head of account.

2) (i) The income from services rendered is recognized 
on Propor�onate Comple�on Method except in 
respect of warehousing services for imported 
cargo where income is recognized on receipt/
release of cargo on Completed Service Contract 
Method. In respect of �me barred bonds/
long standing cargo, income from warehousing 
services is recognized on its realiza�on out of the 
sale proceeds.

 (ii) Income from sale of emp�es and waste (like old 
newspapers) are accounted for on realiza�on 
basis.

 (iii) The income from consultancy service includes 
income from supervision fee charged on deposit 
works undertaken by the Corpora�on which 
is recognized on propor�onate comple�on 
method.

3) Liability on account of bills for Travelling Allowance 
and Leave Travel Concession to staff is provided to 
the extent of advances paid where bills are awaited 
and reversed in the beginning of the next year. 

4) Property Tax, unless contested, is accounted for 
on the basis of demand received and informa�on 
available.

5) (a) Cost of acquisi�on (premium) of lands on lease 
and the cost of container yard/open area developed 
thereon is depreciated over the period of lease.

(b) The cost of container yard/open Area developed 
on the land owned by the corpora�on are not 
depreciated in the books of accounts.

6) Interest on compensa�on for acquisi�on (under land 
acquisi�on proceedings) is charged to Profit & Loss 
account. Interest realised on loans & advances to 
staff and deprecia�on on fixed assets of Engineering 
Division are not capitalized.

Investments

9) Investments, being long term, are carried at cost.

Government Grants

10) As regards Govt. Grants, Capital approach method 
is followed where the same relate to specific Fixed 
Assets. In case of Govt. Grants related to Revenue, 
the same are reduced from related expense.

Ex-gra�a to Employees

11) Employees are not covered under any Group Insurance 
Scheme. However, the Corpora�on in case of death 
of any employee while on duty pays ex-gra�a which 
is accounted for on actual payment basis.

Insurance Claims

12) Where stocks are insured, in the event of loss, 
the compensa�on payable to depositors and the 
corresponding claim receivable from the insurer 
is accounted for based on the facts of each case.  
However, the actual payment to the depositor is made 
a�er claim is received from the insurer. The difference, 
if any, is accounted for on actual receipt/payment. 
Where stocks are not insured, the compensa�on to 
the depositors is paid out of the reserve fund created 
for the purpose.

Arbitra�on Awards

13) Arbitra�on awards are accounted unless contested 
by the par�es within 90 days. However, the amounts 
awarded in favor of the Corpora�on are accounted for 
only at the �me of realiza�on, owing to uncertainty 
of their collec�on.

14) Unclaimed dividends are reflected as such irrespec�ve 
of the year to which they relate.

18) Unserviceable/Obsolete construc�on materials are 
valued at lower of weighted average cost or net 
realizable value.

Expenditure on Land and Civil Works

19) Capitalisa�on of Godowns is based on comple�on 
cer�ficate of storage-worthiness and deprecia�on is 
charged on the basis of cer�ficate of commissioning 
of the godowns.

20) Actual expenditure incurred in connec�on with the 
acquisi�on of Land is capitalized along with the stamp 
duty payable at the prevailing rate. The necessary 
adjustment for the difference in the stamp duty 
paid and already capitalized is made in the year of 
payment/execu�on of �tle deed.

21) Expenditure on risk and cost contracts (Civil) in excess 
of Security Deposit available is charged to works 
pending its recovery.  

22) The Engineering Overheads are allocated to Repairs, 
Deposit works and Capital Works based on the 
Standard Overhead Rate, which is calculated based 
on the ra�o of Engineering Overheads to the Cost 
of Repair works, Deposit works and Capital Works 
executed during last 5 years.

a.  In respect of Strategic Alliance arrangement 
at ICD-Loni, Corpora�on had raised a demand 
of ` 4648.39 lakh (previous year ` 3317.44 
Lakh) on Strategic Management Alliance 
Operator (SAMO) towards (a) variable fee of ` 
953.30 Lakh (previous year ` 776.97 Lakh) on 
containers entering into and leaving from the 
ICD - Loni in empty status, and (b) ` 3695.09 
Lakh (previous year ` 2540.47 Lakh) in respect 
of containers transported on trains of other 
Private Container Train Operators (PCTOs) 
from Railway Siding at ICD-Loni. SAMO having 
disputed payment of these amounts, same have 
not been recognised for as revenue. The SAMO 
had discon�nued making payment towards 
variable fee on loaded containers entering and 
leaving the facility from and to ICD-Patparganj 
and Saharanpur w.e.f. 01.04.2010 and as on 
31.03.2014 and an amount of ` 652.16 lakh 
(previous year ` 484.43 lakh) is due from them.

of gross revenue is being paid by SAMO @ 
6% of gross revenue as against 8% claimed by 
the Corpora�on. There being uncertainty in 
realiza�on of these amounts from SAMO, the 
disputed amount of ` 1403.88 lakh towards 
variable fee and consequen�al interest thereon 
of ` 360.48 lakh for delay in payment has not 
been recognized as revenue.

d.  In respect of strategic alliance management 
arrangement for rail linked facility at CFS, 
Kalamboli, the Strategic Alliance Management 
Operator (SAMO) has disputed payment of 
storage charges of ̀  255.07 lakh. As the payment 
towards fixed and variable fee due have been 
delayed, interest of ` 254.17 lakh is claimable 
from SAMO as per the agreement. The dispute 
is in arbitra�on. There being uncertainty in 
realiza�on of these amounts from SAMO, the 
same have not been recognized as revenue.

e.  On expiry of lease of CFS and Buffer yard 
facility, Navi Mumbai from Jawaharlal Nehru 
Port Trust (JNPT) the physical possession of 
facility was handed over to another operator 
appointed by them in December’2005 when 
the physical possession of containers/cargo in 
custody of the Corpora�on was also handed 
over to the new operator. Corpora�on has 
made a claim of ` 3095.00 lakh on the new 
operator/JNPT. However, the actual amount 
realizable on the containers/cargo handed over 
is unascertainable and has not been recognized 
as revenue.

The disputes with respect to ICD-Loni CFS 
whitefield, Bangalore and CFS-Kalamboli are 
under adjudica�on/arbitra�on and the disputes 
with respect to CFS-Logis�cs Park, Navi Mumbai 
are under discussion with the Strategic Alliance 
Management Operator. The dispute with regard 
to Jawaharlal Nehru Port Trust is being taken up 
with them for its resolu�on.

Dear Shareholders, Ladies and Gentlemen,

On behalf of the Board of Directors, I extend a 
warm and hearty welcome to you all to this 52nd 
Annual General Mee�ng of the shareholders of the 
Corpora�on.

I am sure, you have received a copy of the audited 
financial statements for the year 2013-14, the 
Auditor’s Report thereon and the Directors’ Report 
highligh�ng the performance of your Corpora�on 
during the year 2013-14. With your consent, I take 
them as read.

Though the Directors’ Report gives a more detailed 
account of the physical and financial performance 
of the Corpora�on as well as the various ac�vi�es 
undertaken during the year, I would like to broadly 
highlight some of the achievements.

Physical Performance

As on 31st March, 2014 your Corpora�on operated 
471 warehouses with a total storage capacity of 
104.94 lakh MT. During the year, 2.03 lakh MT 
of addi�onal storage capacity was constructed 
at 31 loca�ons in 14 States with a capital outlay 
of Rs.122.24 crore. The overall u�liza�on of 
the storage capacity remained at 86%. Despite 
economic slowdown adversely affec�ng the IMPEX 
trade, your Corpora�on handled 10.36 lakh TEUs 
during the year through its 31 CFSs/ICDs.

Your Corpora�on con�nued to operate the truck 
terminal at Petrapole (West Bengal) on the Indo-
Bangladesh border and handled 1.18 lakh import/
export trucks, earning a revenue of Rs. 422.78 lakh. 
You will be happy to know that your Corpora�on 
also con�nued to operate the Cargo Terminal of 
the Integrated Check Post (ICP) at A�ari (Punjab) 
set up by the Ministry of Home Affairs/Land Ports 
Authority of India for facilita�ng IMPEX trade 
between India and Pakistan through land route. 
CWC handled 85,484 export/import trucks and 
earned a gross revenue of Rs.39.28 crore during 
the year as against Rs.33.12 crore earned during 
the preceding year.

Pest Control Services

Your Corporation continued its focus on Pest 
Control Services (PCS) as a distinct segment of 
its business activity. CWC earned Rs. 19.67 crore 
during the year 2013-14. Noteworthy to mention 
is that during the year CWC fumigated 59 ships 
containing about 19 lakh MT of export wheat 
cargo at various ports and earned a revenue of Rs. 
2.43 crore.

Financial Performance

You will be pleased to note that the Corpora�on 
earned an all �me high turnover of Rs.1528.19 crore 
during 2013-14 as compared to Rs. 1406.70 crore 
achieved during 2012-13, thus recording a growth 
of 8.64%. The Profit Before Tax (PBT) and Profit 
A�er Tax (PAT) also increased to Rs.256.47 crore 
and Rs. 161.05 crore respec�vely. The net worth of 
the Corpora�on increased from Rs.1430.23 crore to 
Rs.1552.73 crore during 2013-14.

Dividend

Your Corpora�on takes pride to inform that due to 
the good financial results, the Board of Directors has 
recommended payment of dividend @ 48% on the 
paid-up capital of Rs. 68.02 crore for 2013-14. You 
may recall that the Corpora�on had paid dividend @ 
41% for the preceding year.

State Warehousing Corpora�ons

Your Corpora�on holds 50% equity in 17 State 
Warehousing Corpora�ons (SWCs) with the 
respec�ve State Governments holding the remaining 
50%. As on the 31st March, 2014, these SWCs were 
opera�ng a network of 1689 warehouses with an 
aggregate storage capacity of 266.96 lakh MT. The 
aggregate investment in the equity of the SWCs as on 
the 31st March, 2014 stood at Rs. 61.79 crore. During 
2013-14, 16 SWCs held their AGMs and an amount 
of Rs. 1507.78 lakh was declared as dividend.

Subsidiary Company

The subsidiary Company, namely, the Central Railside 
Warehouse Company Ltd. (CRWC) operated 18 RWCs
